a. Deliver critical GNWT funded services or programs to NWT residents,
b. Receive funding from the GNWT for the delivery of those critical services or programs and be in compliance with existing funding agreements, and 
c. Be registered and in good standing in the NWT either as a society or association or as created under the NWT or Federal statute. 

2. Eligible Costs include: 
a. Management costs,
b. Governance costs,
c. Organizational development costs, and
d. Extraordinary general operations costs 

3. The fund does not cover:
· Salaries or wages for ongoing staff, regular personnel or staff costs.
· Standard insurance premiums tied to routine operations of the organization.
· Day-to-day operations that are part of an organization’s normal activities (e.g., routine meetings, ongoing program costs, office utilities, maintenance, work the NGO is already expected to deliver).
· Regular service delivery or expansion of existing programs. The fund is intended to strengthen an organization’s internal capacity, not to maintain or grow its usual services.
